 If you need to bring any medication, you can give prescribed meds to 

Warren to make sure it is taken as needed.  If your teen brings a small 

amount (only enough for the weekend) and can manage it on their own, 

they can have it in their possession. Medical staff will be onsite.  

*Even though we do allow phones on this trip (unlike summer camp), students need to use 

paper Bibles, as we want students to keep phones away as much as possible and other 

groups will not have access.
